Bédard later moved to the west coast and became
Organist at NotreDamedu-Rosaire de Vamtver. He retired from this position in 2021, after exactly 20 years of
playing at the cathedral.

Our Offertory anthem is composed Biuseppe Ottavio Piton(1657#1743), an Italian organist and composer.
Taken to Rome as an infant, he began vocal study with Pompeo Natali at the age of five and sang in the choir
San Giovanni dei Fiorentini from age eight. At Santi Apostoli he sang and studied counteiffoiftancesco
Foggia. By age sixteen he was Maestro di Cappella at Santa Maria Maggiore, Monterotondo, a historic churc
near Rome.

and in 1676 moved to the cathedral at Rieti. In 1677 he returned to Rome for a lifelong appointment as Maestro
di Cappella at the Basilica of San Marco. In addition, he held a series of prestigious posiNaeste for
